Toronto by way of Waterloo independent hip-hop artist releases his most complete project to date through We The 9. 

TORONTO, ON — Independent hip-hop artist Scottychams is set to release his new 20-track album, If I Wasn’t Me, on May 
15, 2026 through We The 9. Built around self-reflection, resilience, ambition, love, mental health, faith, and choosing light 
after difficult seasons, the album marks the most complete project of Scottychams’ independent career. 

Originally from Waterloo and now based in Toronto, Scottychams has been writing music since 2014 and officially releasing 
since 2016. Over the past decade, he has built a 77-track catalog rooted in honest lyricism, melodic hooks, and motivational 
storytelling. His sound blends hip-hop, rap, R&B, trap, soul, melodic rap, pop rap, conscious rap, and alternative hip-hop, 
with a focus on real-life experience and emotional connection. 

If I Wasn’t Me runs 72 minutes and 58 seconds across 20 tracks, including “Where Do We Go,” “Space,” “Low Lights, High 
Hopes,” “Work For Your Dreams,” “Midas Touch,” “Back Again,” and “Let The Light In.” The main focus tracks are “Low 
Lights, High Hopes,” “Space,” and “Let The Light In,” each representing a different part of the album’s emotional arc: 
surviving dark moments, protecting mental space, and letting healing in.

The project was created using Scottychams’ own lyrics and trained voice model, with AI-assisted production through Suno 
helping shape the final sound. Rather than positioning the album as novelty AI music, Scottychams frames the process as a 
modern independent workflow: his writing, his voice model, his creative direction, and technology used as a tool to bring a 
full album vision to life. 

The rollout for If I Wasn’t Me will include lyric videos, short-form hook clips, performance-style videos, Canvas-style visuals, 
YouTube content, social storytelling, creator outreach, and playlist/blog pitching across TikTok, Instagram, Facebook, X, 
YouTube Shorts, Spotify, Apple Music, and SoundCloud.
